Subject:  Natural Areas Stewardship Grant Committee Recommendation

The Natural Areas Stewardship Grant Review Committee met on June 29 and July 21, 2022 to review
the IDNR grant proposals for funding from the Natural Areas Acquisition Fund for fiscal year 2023.
There is an estimated $500,000 available for projects, and there was a total of $1,073,870.63 in
requests.

The Review Committee recommends $500,000 in funds be encumbered for the following 10 projects:
