On behalf of the City of Evanston, SmithGroupJJR has submitted a joint application to the US Army Corps of
Engineers — Chicago District (USACEY), Illinois Environmental Protection Agency and the Iltinois Depariment of Natural
Resources (IDNR) for review of the referenced project within regulated waters. We understand the USACE will review
the project under a Letter of Permission, and by doing so, a Federal Consistency Certification must be applied for from
the IDNR Coastal Management Program (ICMP). As the City of Evanston's authorized agent, SmithGroupJJR hereby
submits the following project description for the ICMP’s consideration of a Federal Consistency Certification:

Project Description

The Church Street Boat Ramp Improvements project is located along Lake Michigan's shoreline at Church Street in
Evanston, lllinois (please refer to attached location map, Exhibit A). The project proposes maintenance and renovation
of the four main coastal structures comprising the existing boat launch facility. A deseription of the proposed
improvements for each structure is provided below.

Boat Ramp: The existing ramp currently provides two lanes to Jaunch and retrieve small watercraft. The
ramp's pavement does not contain any significant cracks and appears fo be in sound condition, although the
lower portion is showing wear from use and weather. The lower level pavement will be prepared to receive a
concrete overlay to renovate the ramp and fo improve traction. The concrete overfay is proposed to he 8-
inches thick and will maintain the slope of the existing ramp. A small portion of the existing ramp wifl be
removed to allow the overtay fo fransition and abut the existing pavement of the upper ramp. Pavement
markings will be added to better define the two launch lanes.

Currently the City of Evanston installs steel grating on a seasonal basis fo enable users o faunch boats
during low water levels. The ramp is proposed to be extended approximately 20 feet to replace the need of
the steel grating. Steel sheetpiling will be placed to encapsulate and allow dewatering of the area. The
sheetpiling will be cut to grade and used as a form for the ramp extension.

An & wide X 60' long floating dock with a 30" long gangway will be installed seasonally by the City of
Evanston for use during launch and retrieval efforts. Fixed and permanent anchorage piles are proposed to
secure the dock during the boating season. A cast-in-place abutment is proposed on the existing ramp for
securing the gangway and to provide a transition to land for boaters.

Work below the Ordinary High Watermark includes the sheetpile placement, dewatering, boat ramp
extension and installing anchorage for the floating dock. A small amount of dredging is proposed along the
south end of the boat ramp to facilitate the boat ramp extension. The dredged material will be disposed of at
an approved offsite landfil.

Catwalk: The existing catwalk (central groin) is a steel sheefpile groin fo retain a small beach area on the
north and separate the beach from the boat launch inside the basin. Steel decking exists on the catwalk to
allow pedestrian access. The catwalk has many trip hazards and does not have guardrails. Thus, the steel
decking will be removed to eliminate pedestrian access and leave only the sheetpile and cap in place. Rub
stakes and wocd piles adjacent to the catwalk will also be removed,

The sheetpiling for the boat ramp will connect o the landside end of the catwalk sheetpile and be extended
to the land to fully retain the beach. A 4’ wide X 86’ long floating dock with a 30' long gangway wilt be
installed seasonally by the City of Evanston along the south side of the catwalk similar to the floating dock at
the boat launch. Fixed and permanent anchorage piles are proposed to secure the dock during the boating
season. A cast-in-place abutment is proposed on the existing ramp for securing the gangway and to provide
a fransition to land for boaters.

Riprap is proposed to be installed between the new sheetpiling for the catwalk and the existing boat ramp.
The land area between the riprap and the access drive to the west currently receives stormwater runoff from
the access drive. The area will be stabilized with native dune grasses to contro! erosion and provide a
vegetative buffer from the water's edge for stormwater filtration.

Work below the Ordinary High Watermark includes the sheetpile placement, dewatering, riprap placement
and installing anchorage for the floating dock.

Notth Pier: The North Pier (outer pier structure) is an “L" shaped pier with binwall on the interior side and
armor stone revetment on the exterior side. A concrete cap provides pedestrian access on the pier. The
concrete cap is weathered and has some cracks needing repair. The cap is proposed to be resurfaced with
a thin overlay treatment to rehabilitate the surface and provide better traction. The existing railing posts and
cables will be removed and replaced by a new fence on the inferior side and a boliard and chain railing
system on the exterior side. A gate will restrict pedestrian access seasonally and seating will be added along
the pier for user comfort.

No work associated with the North Pier is proposed below the Ordinary High Watermark.

South Pier: The South Pier consists of stee! grating supported by a concrete pile system and a concrete
abutment at the landside. The existing pier foundations are in poor condition. The steel grating has many
trip hazards and does not have guardrails. Therefore, the steel grating and rub strakes are proposed to be
removed to eliminate pedestrian access on the pier. A fence with warning sign will be erected on the
abutment as a barricade to restrict access fo the pier. Reflectors will be installed on the end of the pier as a
warning for boaters.

No work associated with the South Pier is proposed below the Crdinary High Watermark.

The project proposes maintenance and renovation of the existing coastal structures including:
1) Boat launch - resurface and extend the existing concrete boat launch ramp, restore disturbed portions of access road,
2) Outer {North) Pier - surface treatment of the pier cap for maintenance, replace railings, and add benches,
3} Interior Groin - remove grating, rub strakes and adjacent wood piles, and stabilize beach area,
4) South Pier - remove grating and install barrier to restrict access.

In addition to the above-mentioned renovations, anchorage is proposed to allow the Owner to install two floating boarding
docks on a seasonal basis.

9. PURPOSE AND NEED OF PRQJECT:

The existing coastal structures comprising the boat launch require repairs and selective removals in order
to maintain the current functionality of the boat launch and address safety issues for users.

The project includes fill below the ordinary high water mark for Lake Michigan to construct the boat launch extension as a permanent repiacement for
the steel grating currently installed seasonally by the City of Evanston. Fill is also proposed to construct the abutments for two floating boarding docks.
Dredged lake bottom material to construct the aforementioned structures within the boat launch basin will not be disposed of in Lake Michigan.

0.028 acres (1240 SF) of lake bottom within the boat launch basin will be filled using heavy equipment
such as backhoes, front-end loaders, etc. to place the aggregate base material and riprap. Final setting
of riprap is anticipated to be done by hand. The cast-in-place concrete work will be formed by the
proposed sheet pile wall and additional forms set by hand. Concrete trucks will be staged on the
existing ramp above the ordinary high watermark to pump or pour concrete for crews to form and finish

the concrete by hand.
