Conservationists
normally plant
trees - not cut
them down.

any, should be
taken.

What
group members
found is that dra-
matic changes
are sweeping
Southern lllinois
forests. Recent
inventories of
Trail of Tears
State Forest re-
veal oak trees
and native plants
are on the de-
cline. Oaks, the
keystone tree
species at the
forest, saw num-
bers in the cano-
py drop by 50
percent between 1980
and 2014. At the same
time, there was a steady
increase in American
beech and maple. Unfor-
tunately, neither of those
trees provides food for
wildlife comparable to the
oaks that are being lost.

“Oaks provide
food to birds and mam-
mals. Take away the oaks,
and you have less wild-
life,” said Charles Ruffner,
who teaches forestry at
Southern lllinois Universi-
ty and leads the Fire
Dawgs, a group that has
helped with restoration
efforts at Trail of Tears
State Forest. “Much of the
life in this forest has
adapted, over thousands
upon thousands of years,
to having oaks here... cond
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If you go to a desert,
you will hear this
mysterious voice: Be
wise, protect your
forests!”

(225 ILCS 735) requires anyone purchasing

ing timber or logs from landowners to the
Division of Forest Resources quarterly and
assure the landowner’s 4% harvest fee is
submitted for each transaction.

The lllinois Timber Buyer Licensing Act
defines the following:

"Timber" means ... trees, standing or felled, and parts thereof which
can be used for sawing or processing into lumber for building or struc-
tural purposes or for the manufacture of any article.

"Timber buyer" means ... any person licensed or unlicensed, who is
engaged in the business of buying timber from the timber growers
thereof for sawing into lumber, for processing or for resale, but does not
include any person who occasionally purchases timber for sawing or pro-
cessing for his own use and not for resale.

"Buying timber" means ... to buy, barter, cut on shares, or offer to
buy, barter, cut on shares, or take possession of timber, with or without
the consent of the timber grower.

"Timber grower" means ... the owner, tenant or operator of land in
this State who has an interest in, or is entitled to receive any part of the
proceeds from the sale of timber grown in this State and includes per-
sons exercising authority to sell timber.

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If we lose these oaks trees, then it could have a ripple effect lose these
oaks trees, then it could have a ripple effect effect to all the life that lives
here. Better management, on the other hand, should translate into more
wildlife, such as turkeys.”

Native plants are winking out, and oak saplings are disappearing at
Trail of Tears. That’s because American beech and maple are making the
forest shadier. Trees at Trail of Tears State Forest block about 95 per-
cent of the sunlight, meaning only about 5 percent reaches the forest
floor. Oaks, for example, need a lot more light than that. They prefer a
forest where 30 to 70 percent of sunlight is able to reach the forest
floor.

“The changes we’re seeing in Southern lllinois forests represent an
unprecedented shift in the natural communities that make up our for-
ests,” said Ben Snyder, a forest ecologist with the IDNR. “By selectively
removing trees, we can let more light into the forest for oaks - the domi-
nant tree in our forests and food for about 100 different animals.”

Selectively removing trees should have a ripple effect in the forest. It
will restore the forest’s wildflowers, grasses and shrubs. Bees, butterflies
and other pollinators feast on these flowers. It will improve habitat for
wildlife; such as birds that prefer grassy openings for nesting /foraging.
Restoration crews at Trail of Tears State Forest today began selectively
removing trees on 142 acres as part of an effort to restore a more open,
sunny forest that can support a diversity of life. The restoration effort is
located at the forest’s 925-acre demonstration project, which is designed
to bridge the gap between the known and the unknown, charting the
best path forward for restoring the site’s diverse forest communities.

At the demonstration project, manage-
ment actions will be monitored so that
effectiveness can be evaluated objectively.
Often called “adaptive management,” this
approach allows land managers the oppor-
tunity to learn how best to restore natural
communities and improve its manage-
ment. Southern lllinois University and the
Illinois Natural History Survey will support
initial monitoring efforts.

“It may seem like an oxymoron, but we
are cutting down some trees to save the
forest,” said Tracy Fidler, who co-led the
collaborative work with David Allen while
directing conservation and outreach for
Shawnee Resource Conservation & Develop-
ment. Fidler now works for Shawnee Na-
tional Forest.

Trail of Tears State Forest, located in
western Union County, spans more than
5,000 acres. Its oak forests, woodlands and
barrens are home to the state-threatened
timber rattlesnake and rice rat, and, possi-
bly the federally-endangered Indiana bat. In
all, the forest is home to 23 species of con-
servation concern, a designation that indi-
cates their populations are small and/or
declining.

The mission of the lllinois Department
of Natural Resources is to manage, con-
serve and protect lllinois' natural, recrea-
tional and cultural resources, further the
public's understanding and appreciation of
those resources, and promote the educa-
tion, science and public safety of lllinois’
natural resources for present and future
generations.

The Saluki Fire Dawgs is a student or-
ganization at Southern lllinois University.
Its purpose is to conduct ecological re-
search and maintain wildlands across feder-
al, state and private ownerships. The Fire
Dawgs participate in prescribed burns and
other forest management and maintenance
activities at Trail of Tears State Forest.

The Shawnee RC&D Area, Inc. serves the
southern 16 counties of lllinois. Its mission
is to provide local leadership and the
framework required to develop and carry
out a plan of action for the conservation,
development, and wise use of the resources
within the RC&D area.
