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Directory of Prairie Habitats
in Northern and Central Iilinois

Introduction

This directory represents the first step in what will hopefully become a guide to all
prairie sites in Illincis. We bave excluded southern Illinois and the Chicago metropolitan
area from this directory. It was felt that these areas would be better dealt with separately.
We also limited candidate sites to those targer than 5 acres. This limited the number of
potential sites considerably. Much of Illinois’ remaining prairie exists in small, "postage
stamp” size parcels, many much less than 5 acres. We wanted to find sites that were large
enough to support an array of biological activity. However, even 5 acres is not large
enough to support the high degree of biodiversity of the original prairie expanse.

We should also note that we have undoubtedly missed a few (if not quite a few)
sites. Even though this part of the process is compete it should be considered a "work in
progress”. It is hoped that more sites will be added in the future as the increasing interest
in the Prairie continues to spur development of created prairies and continues the protection
and expansion of prairie remnants.

Methodology

Initial design and planning for this project began in the fall of 1995. During the
winter of 1995 and 1996, a press release describing the project was sent to approximately
12 major newspapers in the study area. The Associated Press ran a similar article in several
newspapers approximately 3 weeks after the initial press release. Voice of America radio
also did a story on the project which was translated and broadcast in Czechoslovakia. The
use of the media for this project produced a number of inquires and several potential sites.

A literature search produced a number of prairie sites. Many of the sites listed in
this directory were found in A Directory of Hlinois Nature Preserves!. Many of the Kane
County sites were found in Kane County Wild Plants & Natural AreasZ. Additional sites
were found in various newsletters and other related sources. Approximately ten hours
were spent searching through the files of the Natural Land Institute3 in Rockford.

In the spring of 1996, a questionnaire asking for information on prairie sites was
sent to over 100 state parks, state wildlife areas, etc. in the study area. This produced a
majority of the sites in this directory.

Criteria

The criteria for including prairie sites in the directory were designed to include sites
that could support significant biodiversity. This meant that potential sites had to be large
and contain some sembiance of native plant species. An effort was made to distinguish
between remnants of original prairie and prairies that were either seeded or planted on

previously disturbed land. (The source for seeds and plant material was also noted where
possible.)

Another aspect for inclusion was that the sites had to be accessibie to the general
public. There were a number of potential sites that were apparently open to the public, (or
in many cases were open by permission only) but were owned by private individuals.
These sites were not included.

As mentioned previously, this directory does not include the Chicago metropolitan
area, specifically, Lake, Cook, DuPage and Will counties. There is a strong movement in
that area for the preservation of natural areas and it was felt that that area should be treated
separately. Portions of southern Illinois, specifically Division of Natural Heritage Districts
10, 11, 12 and 13, were also excluded due to the limited resources at this time.

A minimal attempt was made to define prairie communities, that is; specific
constraints on communnity types were not made. This allowed for the inclusion of savannas
and wetlands that exhibited a prairie influence. It was felt that a broad definition of prairie
would allow the user to appreciate the complexities of prairie communities.
