were purchased. The signs purchased were

American beech, Common pawpaw, Ferns, Hackberry, Kentucky coffee tree, Red cak, Shagbark
hickory, Sugar maple, Sycamore, White oak, Pileated woodpecker, Wild turkey, Diversity,
Decomposers, and Forest layers. The signs were mounted in sealed frames to protect them from
weathering and mounted on pressure treated 4 X # posts.
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
