Project Description:

Excavate post holes for 8 guide signs that will direct visitors to the marina’s north swimming beach and to a Lake

Michigan Water Trail access point.

e  Signs #1—6 direct motorists to the swimming beach and to the water trail access point. They will be installed on road
shoulders and foreslopes—the space between the road pavement and ditch bottoms—that were disturbed during

marina construction. They use 2 posts each.

e Sign #7 is a map of water trail access points along the lllinois shore of Lake Michigan. It will be installed along the
edge of the swimming beach parking lot near one of the beach access trails to guide canoe and kayak paddlers to the

lake shore. It uses 1 post.

e  Sign #8 is a large water trail access point sign. It will be installed on the beach facing toward Lake Michigan. It will
help paddlers in the lake see where they can come ashore at an official water trail access point. It uses 2 poss.
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
