Project Description:

An anomaly has been detected in the wall of a petroleum pipeline that passes through Des Plaines SFWA. To repair the
problem, the pipe has to be exposed by excavating earth above the pipe, identifying the cause of the anomaly, and making
necessary repairs.

The excavation will be approximately 15 feet by 15 feet at the surface. The hole will be centered on the pipeline; therefore,
it will be within the width of earth previously disturbed when the pipe was laid. Topsoil will be stockpiled separate from
lower parent soil layers. After pipe repair is completed, the hole will be backfilled with parent soils first and then topsoil at
the surface as before. The site will be restored to pre-excavation conditions as closely as possible.
